Advanced Placement Spanish
1 Credit

Grade 11 & 12

Prerequisite:   Spanish III and Departmental Approval

Course Description:
Students taking the Advanced Placement Spanish Language course have already had three years of Spanish language study.  The AP course draws upon all of the student's previous language learning, with an emphasis on the use of the second language for active communication.  The course seeks to develop language skills (listening, speaking, reading and writing) that apply in many subject areas rather than any single subject matter.  Further, the AP course includes the study of the countries' people and cultures (inherent in the study of any language) and a thorough review of all areas of Spanish grammar.

Major Areas of Study:
Advanced vocabulary, all verb tenses (regular and irregular) in indicative and subjunctive moods, perfection of various grammatical constructions, pronunciation, speaking ability, and continued cultural information about various Spanish-speaking countries.  A major emphasis is placed on preparation for the Spanish AP exam.
Objectives
1.
The ability to understand the spoken language both formally and in everyday conversation.

The ability to speak with accuracy and fluency using appropriate pronunciation and intonation.

3.
The acquisition of vocabulary and grasp of structure that will enable students to read newspaper


and magazine articles, as well as literature, with ease and accuracy.

The ability to express ideas accurately and fluently in writing.
