SPANISH III
1 Credit

Grades 10 - 12

Prerequisite:  Spanish II and Departmental Approval

Course Description:
Accelerated Spanish is a more in-depth, continued expansion of language understanding and cultural heritage through grammar, listening activities, videos and short stories.  More emphasis is made on conversations, writing, and discussions with correct use of the language and current idioms.  Accelerated Spanish is geared towards those third-year students with a good grasp of the Spanish language who are capable of progressing at a more rapid pace than regular Spanish III, and is also offered for fourth-year students who do not wish to take the Advanced Placement course.
Major Areas of Study:
Intermediate to advanced vocabulary, present, past, future and conditional tense verbs (regular and irregular) in indicative and subjunctive moods, perfection of various grammatical constructions, pronunciation, reading and listening comprehension, and continued cultural information about various Spanish-speaking countries.
Objectives:

Students will be able to:


Perfect their basic skills in Spanish in the following areas:  speaking, listening, reading, writing


Develop a wider knowledge of the cultures of various Spanish-speaking countries

Activities and Skill Development:

In addition to the skills developed in Spanish I and II, students will demonstrate that they can do the following and will be assessed by oral and written evaluation (tests, quizzes, essays):

Be able to function proficiently using the following grammatical constructions:  past, present, future, conditional, subjunctive, perfect tenses, and commands.  (All Spanish grammatical structures are covered in Accelerated Spanish).

Be able to comprehend, analyze and discuss various reading styles and selections

  3.
Continue a writing portfolio with essays about various topics.

  4.  Continue to develop listening and speaking skills.

  5.  Continue to understand and appreciate different cultures.
